Spirituality in Maths
At Christ Church we recognise that developing and nurturing spirituality enables our children to be happy, feel safe, accepted, loved and to flourish and succeed – thus living life in all its fullness.
Spirituality is an ongoing reflective journey.

For our children it is about developing:

· A sense of awe and wonder.  
· How are children inquisitive in your subject?

· Problem-solving and reasoning skills developed across all year groups in every lesson; growth mindset – encouraged to focus on what they already know and what they can do; through regular recap and repetition children build confidence to understand and take their inquisitiveness forward. Provided with maths language to enable to explain their thinking and build confidence.
· How do we nurture this natural curiosity and guide children towards looking at the world and noticing it your subject?

· The curriculum uses real-life examples and situations e.g. measuring temperature; working with money
· How does your curriculum help children look at natural and man-made delights?

· Through use of measure and spatial awareness
· How are children encouraged to ask ‘big questions’ about life?

· Why does the number system never end? What is zero? The study of geometry, with its exploration of shapes, symmetry, and spatial reasoning, can inspire awe and wonder about the inherent order and beauty of the universe. 

· Caring for nature and living things.  
· How do children learn about nature and living things?
· Children use measure in real life situations e.g. growth of plants; opportunities through data collection e.g. to measure plastic pollution linking maths to geography in Year 5; statistics – e.g. creating graphs to record for example, changes in temperature
· How are children encouraged to protect our world?
· Using maths to measure changes to our world and make comparisons e.g. weather 
· Love.  
· How are children taught to care for friends and family / the community through your subject?
· Collaboration and mutual support - group activities and problem-solving tasks require children to communicate, share strategies, and work together; for example, in Year 2, while learning about 

geometry, students work in pairs to create shapes using various materials, fostering cooperation and empathy.

Overall, in math’s we give children opportunities to:

· Express our personal beliefs and compare views with others? (through discussion and stories)

· Development of persistence and resilience
· Develop their own system of beliefs?

· Activities encourage children to explore their own abilities and celebrate their achievements; the curriculum encourages children to explore misconceptions and make and unpick mistakes, giving them self-confidence
· Reflect on the world around them and show a sense of awe and wonder?
· Mathematics connects children to the broader world, enhancing their appreciation of its structures and patterns. 

Understanding concepts like measurement and data collection helps children see the relevance of maths in everyday life and 

· the natural world. For example, in Year 2, students measure the growth of plants in a garden project, promoting an appreciation for the environment and illustrating the role of maths in understanding it. Similarly, in Year 6, students use their understanding of percentages to measure the growth of mould on bread. By exploring mathematical concepts through real world contexts, children develop a sense of curiosity and wonder about the world around them.
· Reflect on the situations of others?

· Support each other working in small groups using maths language provided to discuss problems
· Experience a range of stories, music, art, drama and dance?

· Use of song and rhyme to support memory development e.g. times tables
Remember at Christ Church we use a Windows Mirrors and Doors approach.

Windows
Allow us to look out – ‘wow’s’ and ‘ow’s’ and learn about ‘life in all its fullness’.

Mirrors
Allow us to reflect / ask questions / learn about life

· How to approach things in different ways using a variety of maths models
Doors
Allow us to respond / react / at upon / make choices.  This can be expressed through music, art, drama, dance, social action / acts of giving.  Are children enabled to put into action what they believe and value.

· Problem-solving and reasoning activities through group work, encouraging children to work together, listen to each other, take turns, work as leaders.
