Spirituality in Science
At Christ Church we recognise that developing and nurturing spirituality enables our children to be happy, feel safe, accepted, loved and to flourish and succeed – thus living life in all its fullness.
Spirituality is an ongoing reflective journey.

For our children it is about developing:

· A sense of awe and wonder.  
· How are children inquisitive in your subject?

· Making volcanoes

· Weather walks

· Science days with different experiments

· Trip to Hebden Bridge teaching about upland habitats and how to protect them. Watching working dogs, sheep shearing, moorland fires etc.

· Where do stars come from?

· Through discussions
· Listening to their peers/ working in groups to investigate

· Asking questions and making predictions

· Outdoor playtime - OPAL
· How do we nurture this natural curiosity and guide children towards looking at the world and noticing it your subject?
· Outdoor science lessons
· Fieldwork
· Hands-on investigating/ practical activities
· Listening to current issues in the news – being aware of global issues and how we can help support our local area
· How does your curriculum help children look at natural and man-made delights?

· Using concrete materials to touch, feel, investigate
· use planters outside our classroom to grow fruit/veg or plant flowers
· How are children encouraged to ask ‘big questions’ about life?

· Exploring God’s world that he created through science topics
· Caring for nature and living things.  
· How do children learn about nature and living things?
· Science topics working scientifically – using magnifying glasses, microscopes etc.
· Storytelling to use as a hook
· How are children encouraged to protect our world?
· Teaching the importance of saving water etc.
· Love.  
· How are children taught to care for friends and family / the community through your subject?
· Plastic pollution, building on green-belt land, healthy eating dental hygiene – a problem in Pendle

Overall in Science we give children opportunities to:

· Express our personal beliefs and compare views with others? (through discussion and stories)

· Develop their own system of beliefs?

· Reflect on the world around them and show a sense of awe and wonder?
· Reflect on the situations of others?

· Experience a range of stories, music, art, drama and dance?

Remember at Christ Church we use a Windows Mirrors and Doors approach.

Windows
Allow us to look out – ‘wow’s’ and ‘ow’s’ and learn about ‘life in all its fullness’.

Mirrors
Allow us to reflect / ask questions / learn about life

Doors
Allow us to respond / react / at upon / make choices.  This can be expressed through music, art, drama, dance, social action / acts of giving.  Are children enabled to put into action what they believe and value.
