At Christ Church we recognise that developing and nurturing spirituality enables our children to be happy, feel safe, accepted, loved and to flourish and succeed – thus living life in all its fullness.
Spirituality is an ongoing reflective journey.

For our children it is about developing:

A sense of awe and wonder.  
· How are children inquisitive in Art and Design?

· by exploring different materials, techniques, and ideas, asking questions about how and why art is made, and expressing curiosity about the world through their creativity and imagination.

· How do we nurture this natural curiosity and guide children towards looking at the world and noticing it in Art and Design?

· by encouraging them to observe closely, notice detail, explore different perspectives, and express what they see and feel through creative exploration and reflection.

· How does your curriculum help children look at natural and man-made delights?

· by exploring shapes, patterns, colours, and textures in the world around them and using these as inspiration for their own creative work.

· How are children encouraged to ask ‘big questions’ about life?
· by exploring meanings and emotions in art, reflecting on how artists express ideas about the world, and thinking about their own responses through creativity.

Caring for nature and living things.  
· How do children learn about nature and living things in Art and Design?

· by observing the natural world, studying its patterns and beauty, and using it as inspiration for their artwork.
· How are children encouraged to protect our world in Art and Design?

· by using sustainable materials, reusing and recycling resources, and creating art that celebrates and cares for the environment.
Love.  
· How are children taught to care for friends and family / the community through Art and Design?
· by creating artwork that expresses kindness, celebrates people and community, and shares messages of love, respect, and togetherness.
Overall does Art and Design give children opportunities to:

· Express our personal beliefs and compare views with others? (through discussion and stories).

· Yes, Art and Design gives children opportunities to express their personal beliefs and compare views with others through creative work, discussion, and exploring the meanings behind different artworks and stories.
· Develop their own system of beliefs?

· Yes, Art and Design encourages children to develop their own system of beliefs by expressing personal values, emotions, and ideas through creativity and reflecting on the messages within art.
· Reflect on the world around them and show a sense of awe and wonder?
· Yes, Art and Design enables children to reflect on the world around them and experience awe and wonder as they observe its beauty and express their responses through creativity.
· Reflect on the situations of others?

· Yes, Art and Design encourages children to reflect on the situations of others by exploring artworks that tell different stories and expressing empathy and understanding through their own creations.
· Experience a range of stories, music, art, drama and dance?

· Yes, Art and Design gives children opportunities to experience a range of stories, music, art, drama, and dance by drawing inspiration from different art forms and cultures to enrich their creative expression.

Windows

Mirrors
Allow us to reflect / ask questions / learn about life

Doors
