Spirituality in Computing
At Christ Church we recognise that developing and nurturing spirituality enables our children to be happy, feel safe, accepted, loved and to flourish and succeed – thus living life in all its fullness.
Spirituality is an ongoing reflective journey.

For our children it is about developing:

· A sense of awe and wonder.  
· How are children inquisitive in your subject?   Scratch coding –improving and customising games. Refining searches on search engines to seek knowledge. 
· How do we nurture this natural curiosity and guide children towards looking at the world and noticing it in your subject? We give them the basic computing skills to then go forward and further their knowledge via the information technology strands 
· How does the computing curriculum help children look at natural and man-made delights? The curriculum gives children the tools to observe God’s creation in all its glory eg through search functions. Access to hardware, physical computing equipment are man made delights
· How are children encouraged to ask ‘big questions’ about life? Ethics of the digital life- life balance- digital literacy
· Caring for nature and living things.  
· How are children encouraged to protect our world? Awe and wonder
Photography of the world around us to capture its beauty- photo editing- children’s use of cross curricular use of technology (videos, photographs) and ability to use search engines gives children opportunity to see the world in all its glory
· Love.  
· How are children taught to care for friends and family / the community through your subject? Internet safety- being kind/respectful on line 
Overall, in Computing we give children opportunities to:

· Express our personal beliefs and compare views with others? (through discussion and stories) Evaluating online content- should we believe everything on line? Give children awareness of algorithms flooding devices with similar information
· Reflect on the world around them and show a sense of awe and wonder?  Computing curriculum gives access to the wonders of the world
· Reflect on the situations of others? Digital literacy objectives
· Experience a range of stories, music, art, drama and dance? Internet search functions to experience all these things
Remember at Christ Church we use a Windows Mirrors and Doors approach.

Windows
Allow us to look out – ‘wow’s’ and ‘ow’s’ and learn about ‘life in all its fullness’.

Mirrors
Allow us to reflect / ask questions / learn about life

Doors
