For our children it is about developing:

· A sense of awe and wonder.  
How are children inquisitive in Design and Technology?

· by exploring how and why things work, asking questions, and experimenting with materials and ideas. They show curiosity about how designs can improve lives and the world around them. Through investigating, testing, and problem-solving, they experience awe and wonder at their ability to create and innovate—turning ideas into real, purposeful outcomes.

· How do we nurture this natural curiosity and guide children towards looking at the world and noticing it in Design and Technology?

· by encouraging them to observe the world closely, notice how things are made and used, and ask thoughtful questions about design and function. Through hands-on exploration, reflection, and creative challenges, we guide them to see possibilities for improvement and innovation in everyday life.
· How does the Design and Technology curriculum help children look at natural and man-made delights?

· by exploring how nature inspires design and how human creativity transforms ideas into purposeful products, fostering admiration for beauty, ingenuity, and functionality in the world around them.
· How are children encouraged to ask ‘big questions’ about life in Design and Technology?
· by reflecting on how design impacts people, the environment, and the future, prompting them to consider ethical, sustainable, and purposeful ways to improve the world through their creations
· Caring for nature and living things in Design and Technology
How do children learn about nature and living things?

· by exploring how natural materials, structures, and ecosystems inspire sustainable designs and by considering how their creations can protect and respect the environment.
How are children encouraged to protect our world?
· by using sustainable materials, reducing waste, and designing products that care for the environment and support a more sustainable future.
· Love.  in Design and Technology
How are children taught to care for friends and family / the community through your subject?
· by designing and creating products that meet real needs, showing empathy, and considering how their ideas can support and improve the lives of friends, family, and the wider community.

Overall does Design and Technology give children opportunities to:

· Express our personal beliefs and compare views with others? (through discussion and stories)

· Yes, by allowing them to reflect and share their ideas about design choices, values, and the impact of their creations.

· Develop their own system of beliefs?

· Yes, by reflecting on values such as creativity, responsibility, and sustainability, and considering how their design choices express what they believe is important.

· Reflect on the world around them and show a sense of awe and wonder?
· Yes, as they explore how ideas, materials, and innovations shape and improve everyday life.

· Reflect on the situations of others?

· Yes, by considering different needs, challenges, and perspectives when designing solutions that improve people’s lives.
· Experience a range of stories, music, art, drama and dance?

· Yes, by drawing inspiration from creative arts to influence designs, themes, and imaginative projects.

Windows
Allow us to look out – ‘wow’s’ and ‘ow’s’ and learn about ‘life in all its fullness’.

Mirrors
Allow us to reflect / ask questions / learn about life

Doors
Allow us to respond / react / at upon / make choices.  This can be expressed through music, art, drama, dance, social action / acts of giving.  Are children enabled to put into action what they believe and value.
