Spirituality in Geography 
At Christ Church we recognise that developing and nurturing spirituality enables our children to be happy, feel safe, accepted, loved and to flourish and succeed – thus living life in all its fullness.
Spirituality is an ongoing reflective journey.

For our children it is about developing:

· A sense of awe and wonder.  
· How are children inquisitive in your subject?

Children show inquisitive nature in geography by choosing to look at and explore atlas’. 

They are proud of their local area and explore it in field work.
· How do we nurture this natural curiosity and guide children towards looking at the world and noticing it your subject?

Staff use a range of resources and field work to nurture curiosity and encourage children to think about the subject beyond the classroom. 

Staff are knowledgeable and share their personal travel experiences. 
· How does your curriculum help children look at natural and man-made delights?

The curriculum is broad and allows children to explore areas that perhaps they would not visit, for example our topic on the Alps. 
· How are children encouraged to ask ‘big questions’ about life?

Geography and the natural world are a great vehicle to ask these questions; particularly around looking after God’s world and what we can do to protect it. 
· Caring for nature and living things.  
· How do children learn about nature and living things?
Through our Geography topics we look at rivers, the rainforest, Antarctica and where our food comes from and how fortunate we are. 

Each topic has opportunities for children to engage in fieldwork, both locally and further afield. 
· How are children encouraged to protect our world?
One of our geographical concepts is ‘Environmental impact and sustainable development’ this is threaded into many of our topics. This has led to children taking part in litter picking away from school. School is also actively involved in Climate Action Planning. 
· Love.  
· How are children taught to care for friends and family / the community through your subject?
One of the geographical concepts that is threaded through our curriculum is cultural awareness and diversity. This is particularly evident in Year 6 where they look at population and change. They also design an enquiry to research changes and issues occurring in their local area.
Remember at Christ Church we use a Windows Mirrors and Doors approach.

Windows
Allow us to look out – ‘wow’s’ and ‘ow’s’ and learn about ‘life in all its fullness’.

Mirrors
Allow us to reflect / ask questions / learn about life

Doors
Allow us to respond / react / at upon / make choices.  This can be expressed through music, art, drama, dance, social action / acts of giving.  Are children enabled to put into action what they believe and value.
